for the grail. Only a victory will qualify them for the Finals. 

Critérium Continental - Amérique Races Q#3 

The stars of the 4-year-olds will take to the stage in the Critérium Continental - Amérique Races Q#3. 

The winner will earn a ticket to the Finals of the Amérique Races, namely the Prix d'Amérique Legend 

Race (January 26th), the long-awaited world championship, the Prix de France Speed Race (February 

9th) and the Prix de Paris Marathon Race (February 23rd). The race, which will be a Quinté+, promises 

to be spectacular over the 2,100-metre speed course. There is no clear favourite among the 18 

contenders, guaranteeing breathtaking suspense. Will our French representatives be able to stand up 

to the formidable foreign challengers? The French team will be counting mainly on Kana de Beylev, 

Keep Going, Kokote, Koctel du Dain, Keenan de Joudes and Khal's Fella for a tricolore victory. 

However, the visitors could also make a name for themselves with East Asia, Kilmister, Crown, Ninetta
